INSECT AND ARACHNID COLLECTION
Insect Collection

The collection must contain 10 different species of insects or arachnids. 
1st – Capture the organism and place it in a jar of similar container
2nd – Put the container in the freezer
3rd – Leave it in the freezer overnight.
.4th – Take the container out and let the insect or insects thaw out for about 15 minutes
5th – Now they need to be suspended from the surface.  If you wait to long to suspend them they will dry out and start to break apart when moved.  
6th – To keep the insect suspended place a pin through the organism, then make sure that no part of it is touching the surface.
7th – Properly identify the organism by including the following information.

Order or Genus




Family or Species




Where it was caught
The typed information needs to go underneath the insect.  Pin the insect in the center of the information.

The ladybug should be pinned in the middle of its information.  Make sure you change the font to make the letters as small as possible.
The Genus and species are usually very easy to find using the enature website.  They are usually right next to the common name and in Latin. The words will not make much sense. The Genus is always first and capitalized.  The species is always named right after the Genus.  Sometimes the species name is not there and it just says species.  In that case find the Latin family name and use that instead.
